CHILDREN’S SUNDAY SCHOOL

SPARK (Ages 3 & 4): October is “Zig Zag Zone” month! We know things are going to
happen in our lives where we need God’s help—times when life zigs one way and
then zags another. We want our preschoolers to grow up believing that God loves
them and can help them anywhere, with anything, no matter how hard it may be. We
will end the month learning how David praised God after He helped him. David
danced and played music to show thanks to God. It is our hope that our preschoolers
will learn to follow David’'s example and praise God because He helps us.
