If you were not with us in worship this past Sunday, we introduced a new way to give 
to the mission and ministry of Asbury. Because many people donôt have checks and 
donôt carry cash with them on a regular basis, we now have a text-giving option.   
 

In order to use this giving option, you need to go to the message app where you would 
text someone. Type in the phone number 77977, then type the words Asburyumcgive. 
(No spaces - it needs to be all one word.)  Send the text and you will receive a mes-
sage reply that reads ñThanks for your generosityò and it will include a link. When you 
click on the link, it will take you to the online giving portal for our church. You will see 
the Asbury logo at the top of your screen. You can then give a one-time gift or you can 
set up a recurring gift on your smart phone. Itôs self-explanatory and you can just fol-
low the prompts. If you have any questions, our Business Manager, Israel Olivieri, will 
be happy to assist you. You can contact him in the church office any time. 

 

In the near future, text giving will be even more simplified because we will be introduc-
ing an Asbury app. When you download the app, you will be able to click on the ñgiveò 
icon and that will take you directly to the giving portal instead of texting the phone 
number. I hope that you consider using this great new option to give.
