Chi Rho is one of the earliest Christograms used
by members of the faith. It is the first and second ‘
l etter in the Greek spel

hough technically it is not a Christian cross, it grnmnny /8
evokes the i mage of Chr 'HK;EJ*,\-'_
endary vision, it is the symbol blazing in the sky 1
when Roman Emperor Constantine | was victori-
ous over Maxentius at the battle of Milvian Bridge
and Christianity became the official state religion.
Next to these symbols are those original letters
for Alpha and Omega: the beginning and end.

The stones illustrated in the sculpture feature the creamy yellow of Jerusalem Lime-

stone used in the construction of the Second Temple and still visible in the Wailing

Wall. Porphyry is from a Greek word meaning purple. All of what remains was

quarried in a lost mine from ancient Egypt. It was used by Royal Pharaohs, Roman

Emperors, and then Christian Popes in everything from floor mosaic to monumental

pillars, urns and statuary. All of it was representative of royal construction and later

Holy Bl ood. Used in |l esser quantities
a mirror to the soul .o The rich blue
Egyptian times to represent the heavens.

Finally, the Gold is the ancient symbol of immortality and power. Throughout history
it was used by royalty to demonstrate rank and authority. In the post-Constantine
era, gold was used throughout churches in collections of communion plate and altar
furnishings.
