5) The song “Trip a Little Light Fantastic” in the movie Mary Poppins Returns says we 

must follow the light in the midst of darkness.  Have there been times when it seemed 

that darkness was trying to put out God’s light in your life? What spiritual practices keep 

you growing closer to God, so that God’s light keeps shining more and more brightly for 

you?
